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BODENSEE, LAKE CONSTANCE

Dornbirn is a town in the district of Dornbirn in the Austrian federal state of Vorarlberg, and is the most populous town in the
Land of Vorarlberg. It is located south of Bregenz, near the borders with Switzerland, Germany and Liechtenstein. The river
Dornbirnerach flows through the town before emptying into Lake Constance.

Dornbirn is the largest town in Vorarlberg, being an important commercial centre. It is home to the regional centre of ORE
(Austrian Radio and Television), the Vorarlberg School of Applied Sciences (Fachhochschule) and other institutions. The town
was an important centre of the textile industry until its decline in the 1980s.

The town of Dornbirn is home to a number of cultural venues. In 2003, the inatura Erlebnis Naturschau Dornbirn, an interactive
museum of history and natural science, was opened.

The Kunstraum Dornbirn, the Krippenmuseum Dornbirn and the Rolls-Royce Museum are also well-known cultural venues in
the city.

In July 2009, a museum was opened for the Munich-based sculptor Wolfgang Flatz, who was born in Dornbirn. The museum,
which consists of only two rooms, is devoted entirely to the work of the artist, who is known for his provocative actions.
